Nankai Trough Earthquake

Nankai Trough earthquakes are large-scale earthquakes that have repeatedly occurred at intervals of 100 to 150 years. They had
epicenters at the plate boundary between Suruga Bay and the offshore Hyuga Sea.

As more than 70 years have already passed since the previous one stroke, it is predicted that there is a 70-80% probability that the
next one will occur within 30 years.

The Japan Meteorological Agency will release the Nankai Trough Earthquake Extra Information when rare phenomena are observed
in the Nankai Trough or when the possibility of an earthquake is assessed to be higher

than normal. When the information is announced, we should take necessary disaster
prevention measures by following the town's instruction to prepare for an earthquake.

OConfirm whether there are family members or others nearby who will need time to evacuate,
such as the elderly, pregnant women, or those with small children.

©Check the time required for evacuation
